Avandia, Avandamet, Avandaryl - drugs for Type II diabetes that all contain rosiglitazone, a drug that has been shown to cause high rates of stroke, heart attacks and congestive heart failure in the patients who take it.

Chantix - a drug used to help patients quit smoking.  There have been numerous reports of patients having serious psychiatric reactions to this drug including depression and thoughts of suicide.

Fixodent – There have been reports of zinc poisoning resulting in neuropathies (tingling in the hands and feet) weakness and trembling.
MiniMed Insulin Pumps –Designed to provide diabetic patients the correct amount of insulin. The pumps may deliver an incorrect dose of insulin which can cause severe injury and death.

St. John's Wort - an herbal preparation not regulated by the FDA that many people to take to treat mild to moderate depression and seasonal affective disorder.  Studies have shown that St. John's Wort can cause premature cataracts and macular degeneration.

Yaz, Yasmin & Ocella - birth control products shown to be responsible for a higher than normal rate of strokes, heart attacks, blood clots and gallbladder disease in the women who take them.
